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Talking Points for Retirees attending public meetings at which members of the Board of Supervisors are hosting/attending

· Why did Pima County renege on providing insurance coverage to Retirees who had (earned it, paid for it, ) and were already receiving this coverage?
· Why does a representative of Pima County publicly claim that taxpayers should not pay for Retiree insurance - when Retirees pay 100% of their premium costs?
· Why does Pima County refuse to provide an “apples to apples” comparison of claims history by active Employees 50 - 64 years of age with pre-Medicare Retirees which would objectively determine if, in fact, pre-Medicare Retirees are more expensive to insure than active Employees in the same age group, as Pima County maintains?
· Why does Pima County and its carrier refuse to apply to the federal reinsurance program for reimbursement for the cost of re-instituting the Retiree Insurance Program?  
· Why does Pima County continue to contract with a carrier whose most recent bid is millions of dollars higher than its competitors?
